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World War 1 and World War 2
Teacher Guidance
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Activity 1 Spyglass


Pupils are encouraged to discuss in groups what they see as the spyglass moves about the screen. By the clues they gather can they predict what image is being shown?


Pupils should be asked to back up their answers with reasons for their choice. (eg I think it’s a picture of Hitler as I saw a swastika)








Activity 2 Sequencing


This activity will attempt to test pupils’ chronological awareness of the events leading up to the outbreak of the Second World War. 


Pupils are to move the cards so that the sequence is placed in the correct chronological order. 











Activity 3 Stare


This activity is designed to help pupils understand and revise the MAIN causes of the First World War.


Pupils are to stare at the letter and imagine what keywords will be behind it. The teacher or pupil clicks on the word and pupils then match what they have come up with to the keywords on the board.


This can be used at the start or the end of lessons to consolidate learning














Activity 4 Trenches


This activity is designed to make pupils aware of the main features of a WWI trench.





Pupils drag the labels to the correct position on the diagram





Activity 5 Text exercise


This activity is modeled on the tried and trusted activity of fill in the gaps; with a difference. The activity uses custom animation on PowerPoint to assist pupil’s literacy skills.








Activity 6 WWI vs WWII


The activity is designed to test pupil’s chronological understanding of World War I and World War II.


Pupils  drag the event or keyword to the period. 
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
