	Stimulus Introduction:

Show children the pictures of the different air raid shelters (Morrison, Anderson and Public air raid shelter) See resource-Air Raid Shelters, with notes.
Discuss each one in turn and their features. 

Pupil/group activity:

In pairs ask the children to investigate one particular shelter and sketch it making sure they annotate features, including the materials used. 

Ask them to now look at the frame of the shelter and using art straws make a mock up. Children must note down the measurements. 
As a class discuss strength and stability in a shelter, look for examples around the classroom e.g. joins, joists, screws, nails, glue etc…

Explain to the children that they are now going to make their shelter out of wood and will need to plan their design to include measurements, joins and materials needed. 
Show children the Photostory of ‘How to make a shelter’.
	Can children communicate effectively in order to plan, design and make an air raid shelter?
Can children understand the need for the secure joins and stability?
Can pupils create a shelter using the correct measurements and materials?
