	Stimulus and Introduction:

Ask the children what rationing means. After discussion clear up any misconceptions (if any) and go on to explain the need for rationing during WWII. Make sure the children know it wasn’t just food that was rationed. 
Pupil/group activity:

Show the children slides 1 and 2 on the Rationing resource. Give enough time for the children to complete the activity. Once complete show slide 3 and ask the children to cross reference their table with the table on the whiteboard. How many did they get right?
Show the children slide 4 and ask them to discuss in their groups the different possibilities of food groups. After 5 minutes refer the children to slide 5 to see if the colours on the wheel may help them.
Once they feel they have got the right answer, show slide 6 and ask them to use the table from slides 1 and 2 to aid them in completing this task.

Show slide 7 and 8 to see if the children were correct. Give adequate time for group/whole class discussion.

Ask the children to use the questions on slides 9 and 10 in order to further develop their thinking about rationing.
