	Discuss the Royal Welsh Standard  where?, what?,  why?
Look carefully at the images asking questions about age, occupation etc Why do the children think they are so different?

Possible activities include sketching favourite parts, creating collage statue, producing own interpretation of Owain Glyndwr based on prior learning about his character.
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
