7. Scene with Bretodeau and her positive reaction to his decision.

8. Scene where she makes up a story for her father and his reaction to what she says.

9. Discuss the increasing interest in Amélie that Dufayel feels and his actions to help her.

10. Final scene with M.Poulain on his way to airport.
· Conclusion: Differing relationships? What impact do they  have on their lives? The examiner wants to know how you viewed the film. Tell them!
