· Introduction: Talk about the title and explain any relevant terms and background information.
· Record relevant events and then analyse them:
1. Opening scenes in the station and then in the dormitory.

2. Scenes in the yard when Julien falls from the stilts and then in the kitchen.

3. Scene where Julien reads his mother’s letter.

4. Julien’s philosophical musing at the start of the game in the forest.

5. Scene in the restaurant where Julien says ‘On n’est pas juif non?’’

6. Scene where the school is watching the film.
7. Final scene in the classroom – a real loss of childhood?

· Conclusion: Does Julien grow up. Has he lost his childhood? Don’t put in new information but rather sum up what you have said already and if necessary come down on one side or the other of your argument. Make it personal. The examiner wants to know how you viewed the film. Tell them!
IN ADDITION

Have a tick list:
Genders, pronouns, verb endings, tenses, subjunctive, agreement of adjectives, subordinate clauses i.e. those starting with qui, que, dont etc. If you don’t include them how can the examiner know that you know them! Revise all these thoroughly before the exam.
