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Film Study Option A2 French
Background
	Goals

	The resources are used to introduce, analyse and discuss the general topic of film and in addition the individual films on the WJEC syllabus. Students are introduced to general film vocabulary and also film specific vocabulary. Very detailed (specific time for scenes is given) viewing exercises are designed to exploit the main themes in each film. In addition the content of the film is used to practise grammatical points, translation skills and essay work adhering to the WJEC mark scheme.  The resources promote whole class discussion as a result of individual research and listening and reading tasks. 

	Planning and origin

	The resources were first introduced this year as part of the new A level course film study unit. We used it as practise for the oral exposé but the resources can equally be used for preparation for the essay element in FN4. The web based units link in with classroom exploitation as well as home research and private use of the ICT suite in school. Feedback to the rest of the class in the form of power points proved particularly valuable as each student then had a copy of everyone’s work for revision purposes.

	Curriculum / specification

	These resources fulfil the requirements of the new GCE exam in that they encourage thinking skills through detailed viewing exercises and puzzles which then lead to students’ understanding of the films and the background to how films are made. Not only do they satisfy the GCE requirements for the film study option, they also satisfy other requirements of the course such as grammatical awareness and ability to answer questions succinctly The resources are designed to encourage analysis of the films and justification for given view points..

	Technology 

	The interactive whiteboard can be used extensively, particularly to introduce certain grammatical elements and for viewing exercises. The ability to show the film on the white board is a huge advantage.  Also to view web sites and to present students’ power point exercises it is invaluable. The ICT facilities in the library and the sixth form ICT room is also used and links to the students work have been placed on the school resources for easy download by the students.

	Organisation

	Many of the activities were delivered to the whole class whereas viewing exercises in particular were given for homework although they can equally be given in class and lead to class discussion.
