	Own practice

	By developing these resources I have learned how to teach film study more effectively. The viewing activities are invaluable aids which enable students to immediately find a scene in the film and concentrate on answering theme based questions. I have always used ICT extensively in teaching and film work has added a new dimension to this.

	Benefits to learners

	The quality of the film itself was a great incentive to the students learning. Linked with the variety of resources which demanded analysis, descriptive powers, judgement and grammatical accuracy this proved to be a motivating experience. 

	Whole school/college or department

	The fact the NGfL Cymru resources are easily available, free and can be adapted to suit teachers’ individual methods is vitally important. The wealth of ideas must surely inspire every teacher. The film resources are easily transferable to other languages and indeed to other year groups where perhaps more simplified grammar would be exploited. Bringing the world of film to earlier key stages conjures up exciting possibilities.

	Future planning

	I have developed resources for 3 of the 8 films on the WJEC syllabus which, incidentally, allows any French film to be studied, and plan to develop resource packs for the remaining 5 films. The possibilities for adaptation are immense - television programmes could also be studied along with excerpts on You Tube and film websites.

	Next steps

	As well as completing the film syllabus I would like to extend the work to developing resources for the Regions of France Study Option at A level. 
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
