What you need


100g plain flour 


pinch of salt 


1 egg 


300ml milk 


vegetable oil for frying 


chocolate sauce 


400g fresh strawberries, chopped 


1 tbsp icing sugar 


non-stick frying pan 








How to make it


To make the pancake batter place the plain flour and salt into a bowl then make a hollow in the centre and add the egg. 


Whisk the egg into flour and then gradually add the milk, until all the flour is worked in and batter is smooth. 


Heat a lightly oiled frying pan until hot then pour in enough batter to cover the base of the pan. Cook for 1-2 minutes on a medium heat until underside is golden brown. 


Turn over or flip pancake and cook the other side for a further minute. Place the pancake on a plate and keep warm in the oven whilst making remainder of the pancakes. 


To assemble place one pancake onto a serving plate and spread chocolate sauce evenly over the pancake then top with chopped strawberries. 


Repeat the layers and finish off with strawberries on top then dust with icing sugar.
