INTRODUCTION

KEY WORDS

ISSUES – lameness, pneumonia, internal and external parasites

LAMENESS – Foul of the foot, sole abscesses, overgrowth

PNEUMONIA – Primary infection by virus / secondary infection by bacteria, Primary infection by bacteria – risk factors, diagnosis, prevention, control
INTERNAL PARASITES – Intestinal or gut ‘worms’, lungworm (husk), liver fluke – risk factors, diagnosis, prevention, control
EXTERNAL PARASITES – Flies, lice, mange, ticks  

HEALTH PLANNING – Nutrition, hygiene, ventilation and avoidance of over crowding, stress reduction, evaluate and modify  
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
