· AIMING FOR EASE OF CALVING – Choice of cow and bull, cow body condition at calving and cow nutrition.

· CALVING FACILITIES – bedded, dry and disinfected

· SUPERVISION AT CALVING – problems must be dealt with promptly – equipment, intervention, veterinary asistance

· EARLY LIFE - navel dressing and colostrum
