Story writing

There are many types of characters and features that are the same in fairy stories, for example, castles, witches, princes and princesses. By comparing traditional fairy stories with these features, pupils gain ideas and a framework for writing their own fairy stories.

Character games: a circle time activity

1) Pupils sit in pairs and pull two fairy tale characters out of a hat (boy, girl, giant, witch, etc). One pupil has to say what is the same about them, and the other pupil has to say one thing that is different. 


2) Children sit in a circle and pull a fairy story name out of a hat. They then have to describe the characters of the story to the other pupils, who have to guess which story it is.
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
