 Teachers’ Notes
This unit enables pupils to study and discuss paintings of Industry by Jan Boenisch and Roy Ostle. Pupils then undertake a drawing and painting project
National Curriculum Links
Unit Covers:
Art, design, drawing, painting individual work, colour, artists' work, painting skills. 

Aims: 
To produce drawings of industry based on other artists' work and the local environment. To produce paintings of industrial scenes. 

Objectives: 
To learn about different artists' styles and techniques. To learn about the role of colour and composition in paintings. To understand how to create moods and feelings in painting. To learn to mix paint. 

Understanding: 
Describe and make comparisons between their own work and others. Make conscious decisions about the content and colouring in their work. 

Making: 
Explore, experiment with and apply the elements of the visual language of art and design. Plan and make images in two dimensions using various materials for a variety of purposes. Work together to make an image. Use their experience and knowledge of different materials, tools and techniques experimentally and expressively.

Select and record from observation experience and imagination to investigate other artists' work, using a variety of methods to develop ideas and themes; keep a sketchbook to record information and observations. 

Discussing Art with Pupils

When looking at art we should concentrate on the line, shape, colour, texture, pattern and form within the work as well as the content. It is possible to work out what the artist is attempting to say through technique as well as through the title or the subject of the work. In each work we see various styles and techniques, each of which says something about the feelings and influences of the artist. Pupils could be asked to:

· Describe: e.g. 

What kinds of things do you see in this picture?

What words would you use to describe this picture?

How would you describe the lines? The shapes? The colours?

How would you describe the place depicted in this painting?

· Relate :e.g.

What does the picture remind you of?

What things do you recognise in this picture?

What do these two paintings have in common? How are they different?

(How) does this picture differ from real life?

· Analyse: e.g.

Which objects seem closer to you? Further away?

What can you tell me about the colours used in this painting?

How do think the artist made this work?

What do you think is the most important part of this picture?

· Interpret: e.g.

What title would you give this picture?

Pretend you are inside this painting, what does it feel like?

Why do you think the artist made this picture?

· Evaluate: e.g.

What do you think is good about this painting? What is not so good?

Why do you think other people should see this work of art?

What do you think is worth remembering about this picture?

Questions which appear in the Power Point presentation
(possible answers in italics)

Where do you think the artist made the work? (Indoors, outside etc)

Do you think the artists made sketches before making the work? (Work is detailed, looks like it took a long time to do etc.) 

What makes you think this? 

Do you think the artist works quickly or slowly? 

How can you tell this? (furious lines, detailed drawing etc…..) 

 What is similar and what is different about the works? (Colour, content, size etc.) 
What do the colours tell you about the paintings? (Hot, dirty etc)

 How does the work make you feel? ( Excited, scared etc)
Imagine what it might feel like to work in a quarry or a steel works. What kind of environment would it be? (Hot, dusty, dirty, noisy etc.). 

Think about colours to describe these words (Hot - red, orange, yellow. Dusty - grey, white, brown, black. Dirty - black, grey, mustard. Noisy - blue, purple, red). 

Think about shapes to describe working in industry (Spiky, tubes, rectangles, wobbly). 

Think about objects you might find in industry (Kilns, explosives, manual tools, trucks, trailers, cutting machines).
