
Worksheet 2- Monoprints 














Put some printing ink with a little water in your water pot and mix with a brush until it has the consistency of thick paint.





Look again at your original drawing.





Using the ink, paint a picture based on your drawing onto the laminated sheet. You can use black or different colours. You will have to work quickly to make sure that the ink doesn’t dry.





When you are happy with your painting, carefully place a clean sheet of A4 paper on top of the painting and rub all over the surface with the palm of your hand. Make sure you rub the edges and corners as well as the centre.








Slowly peel off the paper and you should see a monoprint of your painting.











Materials needed:


A4 laminated sheets (or sheets of perspex), rollers, brushes, pencils, A4 drawing paper, printing ink, scrap paper, tissue paper and water pots.
