
Worksheet 3- Monoprints 





You can now combine the printing techniques you used in worksheet 1 and worksheet 2, and you can add paper shapes to block off sections.








Paint an image onto the laminated sheet, again working quickly so that the ink doesn’t dry.





Use shapes of cut or ripped paper and put onto areas of the painting where you don’t want any ink on your print. Don’t put too many bits of paper on as you could end up with not enough ink on your print.





Place a clean sheet of paper carefully onto the image.





Use a pencil to draw a picture on the back of the paper, remembering not to press with your hands.








Now gently peel off the paper and look at your print alongside the other two.











Materials needed:


A4 laminated sheets (or sheets of perspex), rollers, brushes, pencils, A4 drawing paper, printing ink, scrap paper, tissue paper and water pots.
