The Occupation of the Ruhr:


Germany was falling behind with its reparations payments


French and Belgium invaded the Ruhr


Germans workers in the Ruhr resisted – passive resistance
 
Germany was losing all that the Ruhr would have produced 
(coal, raw materials, goods)



Germany became poorer and the workers were not being paid
Inflation and Hyperinflation:
The Government did not have enough money to pay for the costs of passive resistance in the Ruhr so it printed more money


The value of money went down and price of goods went up


In 1923 so much money was printed that Hyperinflation occurred where money became virtually worthless


People lost their savings and wages could not keep up with price rises


Even though inflation had started years before the Government got the blame for the rapid rise in prices in 1923

A new currency was introduced to combat Hyperinflation – The Rentenmark. This was later replaced by the Reichsmark.
