LESSON ONE of two:


Treaty of Versailles

Aims and Objectives:
To learn of each of the Allied leaders thought Germany should be treated after The First World War. To begin to understand the pressures that these leaders were under and to learn of the final terms of the Treaty and German reactions to it. 
Resources:
1. PowerPoint – Aftermath of World War One.
Showing the devastation caused by The Great War.

2. Powerpoint – The Treaty of Versailles
Exploring the views of the leaders of the USA, Britain and France. Public opinions are explored as well as the Treaty itself and German reactions to it.
3. Powerpoint – Optional Task Sheets 
For use with the first two Powerpoints
4.  Worksheets
Information upon the Treaty of Versailles, questions and sources.
ISM:
* Students will be shown images of the destruction caused during World War One.
* A written source that illustrates the tension and depth of feeling that existed between the Allies and the Germans after the war.
Activity one:
Powerpoint: The Aftermath of the War. Students will be given the opportunity to analyse and discuss the visual sources presented. This should remind them of the scale of devastation caused by The Great War and of some of the changes that were caused as a result of the war.

Activity two:
Powerpoint – The Treaty of Versailles. This works in conjunction with the worksheet. Teachers have the opportunity to display to pupils the attitudes of ‘The Big Three’ and the reasons for these attitudes. Alternatively, pupils could collect this information on their own if in a computer suite or working from home (homework/initial research). An interactive summary table helps pupils to pool and display their knowledge and to summarise what they have found out.


When studying the terms of the treaty pupils have the opportunity to analyse a series of sources based upon public opinion within Britain in the period 1918-1919 and upon losses caused by the war.  Pupils should also be asked to consider the impact that the clauses within the treaty would have had upon the people of Germany. Pupils could be split into groups to consider the terms of the Treaty at this stage (a sheet for this has been provided at the end of the worksheet section). They could be given a set time to decide how the points of the treaty would be damaging to Germany. When the time is up each group should discuss their conclusions with the rest of the class.

                                                  Possible German reactions to the treaty can be discussed and reinforced using the recap slide at the end of this section. Additional information and questions have been set on the worksheet. A blank summary table upon the terms of the treaty has been provided for pupils to fill in as a class, or individually if on paper, to print out and keep. 


Plenary:
Recap: The Aftermath of the War - A spider diagram to be filled in during class discussion.

The Treaty: A Summary table, recap test and consideration of exam style questions.
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
