Life in Nazi Germany

The Role of Women
Aryan – Someone who is supposed to have pure blood – or is of pure Germanic stock

Domestic – In the home - completing work related to home life
Honour Cross (Mother’s Cross) – Awarded by Hitler to women in Nazi Germany who had four or more children 
(bronze for 4, silver for 6, gold for 8 or more)

Indoctrination - A set of beliefs constantly repeated to implant ideas in the mind
Lebensborn – A programme set up by the Nazis to encourage unmarried women to meet with S.S. Officers for the purpose of producing offspring

Lebensraum –Hitler believed that more living space was needed and that Germany deserved more land 

Kinder, Kirche, Kueche – Children, Church, Kitchen
Propaganda – Information that is often repeated and used to support one set of ideas
