	· Introduce the recording sheet and show how to search the database for specific information.

	· To complete the session the pupils should be asked to discuss some of the answers collected from the database and what this tells us about life in the local area at the end of the Victorian Age (1891)
· Discuss what changes the pupils think would happen from the point of view of some aspects in the 2001 census for the local area.

How many people spoke Welsh / English / both languages?

What have we learnt from searching the 1891 census?

How would the results of the 2001 census be different from the 1891 census?
