Key Questions

Practical Activities

· Revise numbers/counting and practice number formation. 

· Use apparatus to carry out simple addition/subtraction exercises, initially 1 to 10, then extend. Encourage pupils to estimate what they think the answer will be. Use whiteboards to transfer the sum from the apparatus to a sum (use symbols + - =).

· Encourage plenty of practical activity – use apparatus.

· Addition/subtraction with coins.

· Use digit cards to make simple sums – addition/subtraction.

· Use whiteboards to practice sums – addition/subtraction. Encourage pupils to still use apparatus to assist them with their calculations. 

· Use simple word problems.

· Use practical situations – e.g. adding/subtracting in the shop (role play). Use items of food, coins etc.

· Use number lines/number squares to assist with adding/taking away.

· Play Number Bingo – use simple addition/subtraction. 

· Roll two dice and add their totals (extend to three dice).

· Roll two dice and take away the smallest number from the biggest number.
· Use number playing cards to add 2 cards together to find the total or subtract to find the difference.
Written Activities

Use pictures to add/take away. For example, draw four cars and add two more. How many cars? Then extend to 4 + 2 = 6.

Begin with simple addition (with 2 numbers) and then extend to 3 or 4 numbers (still use small numbers).

Worksheet for adding/subtracting totals on a dice.

Extend to 4 + ( = 6 or 10 - ( = 5
