Key Words

Tens, units (or ones), number, count, read, write, order, whole numbers, numbers (up to 100), number before, number after, nearest 10, smallest, biggest, count on, count back, more, less, value, digit.

Key Questions

How can you find the value of a digit from its place in the number?

How does saying the number out loud help you to give the value of each digit?

How do you decide if one number is bigger or smaller than another?

Practical Activities

· Use of number fans, arrow cards, digit cards, whiteboards etc.
· Rolling 2 dice to generate numbers – identify the value of each digit.

· Using cubes/straws/multilink/Deans Apparatus/TU to represent given numbers. (e.g. 3 tens and 5 units is the same as 30 + 5).

· Find a given number on a 100 square (games such as “What is the number after …..” or “What is the number before …” can be played) 

· “Guess my Target Board number” : “It’s more than …… , but less than …..” etc.

· Writing numbers on whiteboards; show me …../what is the number after …./what is the number before …?

· Display numbers on a Washing Line –play “Guess my number” etc.

· Use of money to make given amounts, break into tens and units (e.g. Show me 27p How many 10s? How many units)

· Role play based on practical problems/word problems (e.g. If we go to the shop and buy 6 sweets, 10 apples and 9 oranges how many items will we buy all together?) (n.b. if the pupils find this difficult, use activities to group items (e.g. 28 dots – pupils to group 10, 10 and 8). 

· Using a 100 square – pupils to write in missing numbers.

· Using a 100 square – pupils to use a completed 100 square or to fill in missing numbers, cut up the 100 square and rearrange (like a jigsaw puzzle).

Written Activities

Recording activities to link with practical activities.

Worksheets to consolidate counting, reading, writing and ordering skills.

Encouraging reading (e.g. Write the number that is: 6 tens and 3 units).

Copy and completing number lines (e.g. 26 27 28 * 30 31 * 33 * 35 * * )

Worksheets to show numbers on an abacus – pupils to show the given amount as a number and in words.

Encourage the pupils to work with money (How much money? A purse could show a given amount, for example 23p; pupils to show this is the same as 2 tens and 3 pence = 23p twenty three pence).

Possible worksheets – How many groups of 10 counters can you make with 27 counters? 35 counters? 64 counters? Matching numbers and words.

Games/Home activities/Homework

Number Bingo, Number Snap, Dominoes, Darts (magnetic/computer), Matching (e.g. number/words).

Songs to encourage development of skills. Counting aloud matching the count to the rhythm of actions; e.g. skips with a rope or catches of a ball.
