Practical Activities

· Use of the whiteboard to practice the above, using blocks & small numbers to begin with.

· Good opportunity to revise addition/subtraction up to 20. Use of blocks, items etc to reinforce both concepts.
· Partner work using numbers & symbols cards : choose three numbers and, using the symbols +, -, =, make 4 statements similar to those in the questions above.
· Role play activities using money.
· Balloon Game (small group or pairs) : Each child has a balloon with a base calculation on top. On the table, face down, are a number of cards with other number sentences. Pupils take it in turn to choose a card and, if its related to their base calculation, they stick it on to their balloon etc. 
· ‘Pairs’ or ‘Matching’ memory game with number sentences written on the cards.
Written Activities

An opportunity to revise addition/subtraction:

· Adding Numbers (also missing numbers, for example; 15 + … + 2 = 25)

· Challenges : for example … write different sums with three numbers which add to 30.

· Find ways of adding four numbers to make 30.

· Find the difference (using a map to add distances).

· How much is my bill if I buy ……….?

· Given three numbers e.g. 12  3  9, write in the correct symbols.

· Word problems

· Subtracting Numbers – written and practical activities.

pupils often need to revise/consolidate number bonds – i.e. quick recall of number bonds to 10, & 20.
