Key Questions

Practical Activities

· Use of whiteboards to practice adding numbers.

· Practice with questions which include number bonds to 10 as a short cut to the answer. e.g. 8 + 7 + 2 etc

· Numbers written on the board. Class split so that each group does calculation in a different way. Compare methods. 

· Pupils can be given problems similar to questions above – extend to 4 numbers.

· Play a variation of 24 Game whereby pupils are given a total & they have to investigate ways of obtaining the total by adding.

· Adding items in the school grounds.

· Role play – the shop/supermarket/farm shop etc.

· Use of purse/money to add amounts.
· Use a multilink length which is then split into three groups. In how many different ways can the multilink be split?
· Target Board – mark out circles on the school yard; inner circle could have a total of 6 (smallest circle), with other circles labelled 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1. 

     Bean bags are used to play – who can make the biggest total?
