Practical Activities

· Use of whiteboard: halving and doubling. Use of a number spinner – spin the number, state the double.

· Draw out an array & then show it doubled or halved.

· Use of number fans/digit cards – here is my number, show me half of this number/ double this number.
· Use of cards with problems on – e.g. What is half of ….. What is double ….. What is half of double ….. This could be played as a game – pupil who gives the correct answer keeps the card. The winner is the person with the most cards. 
· Role Play – one apple is 9p, how much will two apples cost?
· Partners … halving/doubling with coins, pencils etc.
· Working in the school grounds … walking so far … walk half the distance etc.
· Cutting different lengths of wool/string and then doubling them. For example, cut a 5 cm piece of string then double it, cut a 10 cm piece of string.
· At the shops .. prices reduced “ ½ off”.
· On the bus/At the cinema … children pay half price etc.
· Different numbers of children split into two equal groups. 
· Double dominoes.
· Bingo doubles & halves … call out a number … pupil crosses off its double or half.
· Doubles in darts.
Written Activities

Worksheets to record above practical activities.

Worksheets with ‘true’ or ‘false’ statements: for example: half of 10 is 8 : T/F? Extend – pairs of pupils can write their own true/false statements.

Worksheet to link with wool/string activity above; draw lines on a piece of paper, label them (their length in cm), pupils to draw another line underneath to show their double. This activity is very good to develop accuracy when using the ruler.

Ladybird pictures … roll a die … this number of dots on one wing etc.
