Key Words

Multiplication tables, times tables, multiply, times, set, lots of.

Key Questions

What do you notice about the numbers in the 10 times table/pattern?

What do you notice about the number of 10s in 30/70/90 etc.?

What do you notice about the numbers in the 2 times table/pattern?

What helps you to remember the answers?

Practical Activities

· Practise counting in tens and then in twos: as a class, in groups, pairs and individually.

· Count hands, eyes, ears, feet, legs arms, fingers, toes etc.

· In picture books, how many legs in the hen house etc.?

· Write the x2 or x10 tables on the board – read through them in turn. Rub a fact out. Gradually remove more facts then get the group to chant the whole table.

· Write out the ten times table using 10p coins.

· Write out the two times table using 2p coins.

· ‘Hot Seating’ … How many 2 times table &/or 10 times table questions can you answer in 1 minute?

· Demonstrate that knowing four 2s is the same as knowing two 4s.

· Use of the whiteboard – pupils to complete given questions: 

9 x …. = 18    10 x …… = 90 etc

Written Activities

Use of number squares to colour in x2 and x10.

Worksheets for x2 and x10 … matching sum/answer, completing multiplication sequences, filling the missing gaps etc.

Worksheet to link with x2 and 2p coins: How many 2p coins will I need to buy …..

If one lollipop costs 2p how many will …. cost?

Fill the purse with 2p coins to make 24p.

Worksheet to link with x10 and 10p coins: How many 10p coins will I need …..?

If one lollipop costs 2p how many will …. cost? etc.

Games

The pupils could be given a reward sheet – to encourage them to learn their Times Tables. They could have a sticker when they know x2 and x10.
Times tables tennis – select a times table (e.g. x2 or x10). Split group of pupils in half, take it in turns to ‘bat’ the times table from one side of the group to the other. Any pauses/incorrect answer, point to other side. Take in turns to serve!
Head to Head – two pupils stand opposite each other; teacher/adult shouts out a sum (x2 or x10; for example 5 two’s or 9 ten’s). Pupil says the answer. The pupil with the fastest/correct answer stays standing, other child sits down. New child joins Head to Head!

Home activities/Homework

Activities to develop skills in Times Tables (x2 and x10). A tape/video/CD/DVD to encourage pupils to learn their times tables could be taken home.
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
