Practical Activities

· Cutting an apple or orange into different parts – discuss the parts.

· Use of Fractions Flashcards.

· Cutting squares/rectangles/other shapes and folding to show different fractions; label.

· Use of whiteboards to draw shapes/fractions.

· Use of whiteboards to practice finding a fraction of a number, e.g. ½ of 20.

· Use Fraction Diagrams to show equivalent fractions; colour/label.

· Consider; Fractions on Clocks – quarter past, half past, quarter to.

· Extend to consider fractions and measures; ½ of a metre, ¼ of a metre, ½ of a litre, ¼ of a litre.

· Role play dividing cakes/pizzas into a number of equal parts so each person gets … what fraction?

· Role play at the shops working out ½ price offers etc.

· Sharing out a number of biscuits between a group of children. How many each?
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Written Activities

Worksheet on What fraction of the shape is shaded? Not shaded?

Worksheet on Shaded Blocks; what fraction is shaded? Not shaded?

Use of squared paper to draw squares/rectangles/triangles, other shapes. Colour ½ or ¼ of each shape.

Worksheet on Odd Fractions (find the odd one out).

Worksheet on use of a given picture to answer questions such as … What fraction of the group is … wearing blue? Playing tennis? Cycling? Flying kites? Worksheet on finding a fraction of a number; ½ of 10 =      ¼ of 8 =

Worksheet on How many halves/thirds/fifths/tenths etc make one whole?

Worksheet showing Fractions on Lines (yet again, number lines are helpful in improving children’s understanding of number). Number lines (a.) ask the pupils to count; zero, a quarter, a half, three quarters, one.

        

Or (b.) Extend the activity by providing a different sized line; ask the pupils to label the fraction shown or to start at a particular point and to move forward or backward by a specific amount. For example; if the pupils start at number 7 and move back one and a half, ‘What point do you arrive at?’

Challenge; Draw 3 shapes. Colour them to show : 1/2 = 2/4    1/2 = 5/10   1/5 = 2/10   

Challenge; Jet and Tornado are two caterpillars. Draw a picture of Jet and Tornado so that Tornado is about 3/4 as long as Jet (change fractions; good challenge for producing a display).

Fractions Bingo, Fractions Snap, Fractions Dominoes.
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Many children have difficulties with telling the time. The link between fractions and clocks can be very valuable. Clocks can help pupils to understand fractions and fractions can help them to understand time!
