Key Words

Key Questions

Which of these calculations are correct/incorrect? What has this person done wrong? How could you help them correct it?

What tips would you give to someone to help with column addition/subtraction?
Practical Activities

· Use of whiteboards to practice addition and subtraction. Make sure the children set their work out correctly, hundreds/tens/units under each other.

· Encourage pupils to estimate their answer and to check their work. Check the reasonableness of their answer. It is often a good idea for the pupils to write, ‘The answer is about …..’ prior to making their calculations.

· Work together on the main whiteboard, discussing the solution step by step. The pupils can take it in turns to approach the whiteboard to try similar calculations.

· Revise Place Value : what does the 6 really mean in question 17 above? … what does the 8 stand for? … what does the 3 stand for?

· Can we check using mental maths? For example in 5. above, add the hundreds first, then the tens, then the units : care needs to be taken however not to muddle the children up; perhaps try this towards the end of the work on this Key Objective.

· Further into this work, pupils can be encouraged to use a calculator to check their work.

· Use of word problems, including addition/subtraction with money, cm etc.

· Use materials (HTU) to show how addition works (carrying).

· Encourage the children to check their subtraction answer by adding & vice versa.
