Practical Activities

· Use a counting stick to count in 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s or 10s, stopping at different places – ‘How many 3s do we get if we count to here?’ 

· How can we work out; ‘How many 4s in 24?’ ‘How many 3s in 27?’ The whiteboards can be used to show sums/answers.

· The whiteboards can be used to group items together – for example, 20 dots grouped into 5s gives 4 groups.

· Practice more sums like this, leading to using mathematical symbols (e.g. 20 ÷ 5 = 4). Revise links with multiplication (4 x 5 = 20).

· Use of word problems (including money). ‘CDs are packed in boxes of 5. How many boxes are needed to pack 45 CDs?’ Or ‘I spent 44p on lollipops. The lollipops cost 4p each. How many did I buy? What change did I get from 50p? from £1?’ Or ‘Four children have £5 to share. How much will each child have?’  The pupils can devise their own problems for others to solve.

· Practice sharing amounts of money between 2, 3, 4, 5 or 10 children.

· Make question cards for children to ask their talking partner.
· Always link multiplication and division & use a variety of x & ( vocabulary.
