· Sorting shapes, for example Triangle Sort (sort the triangles into Equilaterals, Isosceles, Right or Other)

· Have a shape quiz, with questions such as; What is the name of a five-sided polygon? What is special about regular polygons? Which triangle has 2 equal sides and 2 equal angles?

· Revise – symmetry and angles. Introduce a protractor (angle measurer) – practice drawing angles of different sizes. 

· Use of Roamer to turn angles.

· Challenge – draw shapes to given sizes, for example a square with sides of 2cm or an equilateral triangle with sides of 3cm or a right-angled triangle with two sides of 4cm.

· Using geoboards/plasticboards: to make 2D shapes/pictures.
