Practical Activities

· Round lengths to the nearest metre & money to the nearest pound.

· Use of number lines to assist with rounding numbers.
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Encourage pupils to say the decimal part correctly. For example, 7.86 should read as “seven point eight six” and not as “seven point eighty six.”
