Practical Activities

· Ask quick-fire questions to revise multiplication and division facts. Use different ways of expressing these questions ; How many 8s in 64? What is the product of 3 and 4? What is 56 shared by 7? What is one fifth of 30? What is 9 multiplied by 7? What is one quarter of 100? What is one third of 90?

· Use of whiteboards to work out the answers to questions such as those above by using the grid method could be used: for 26 x 34
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Build up to this via revising the grid method with TU x U.

Offer other expanded methods which involve number partitioning

e.g. 38 x 14 could be approached as 38 x 10  then  +  30 x 4   +  8 x 4 etc.

Images and/or pictures might help to reinforce the meaning of the answer in each ‘box’.

Only relate to formal method, if and when appropriate.
