Key Questions

When reading a problem how do you decide which operation to use?

What clues do you look for in the question?

What steps did you take to solve the problem?

What do I need to remember when calculating with time?

How do you know your answer makes sense?

Practical Activities

· Use of the whiteboards to assist with calculations. If necessary, use drawings to help solve the problem.

· Talk through the approach to a couple of problems with the group. Work together to solve the problems. 

· Ask the children to work in pairs. They can choose a word problem from a number given. After they have found the answer, ask the pair to explain to the group how they solved the problem and what approaches/resources they used.

Written Activities

Worksheets problems may include;

- I think of a number, then divide it by 15. The answer is 20. What was my number?

- A box holds 12 eggs. How many eggs are there in 9 boxes? How many boxes are 

   needed to hold 192 eggs?

- I have read 134 of the 512 pages of my book. How many more pages must I 

   read to reach the middle?

- There are 8 shelves of books. 6 shelves hold 25 books each. 2 shelves have 35 

   books each. How many books altogether?

Remember to include everyday problems with money, time, reading information from a table/timetables etc. etc.
